MRS. STOCKWELL’S CLASSROOM RULES AND EXPECTATIONS
1. Punctuality  

Come to class on time.  Be in your seat and ready to work when the bell rings.  If you are not in the classroom when the bell rings, you will be considered late unless accompanied by a note from another teacher.  Three lates will result in a detention. 
2. Materials 
Come to class prepared.  Be sure to have the following materials for every class: textbook or workbook, notebook, pencil, eraser, ruler, red pen and a scientific or a graphing calculator.  Students will not be allowed to go to their locker to retrieve their materials.
3. Notebook

Use a separate binder for math class if possible.  Use a pencil and be neat.   

4. Bell Work

Bell work is based on previous lessons and homework.  It is to be completed at the beginning of each class and will occasionally be marked.  Your binder should have a separate section for bell work.
5. Homework

Homework is to be completed for the following class.  It will be checked periodically and evaluated as a learning skill.  Questions that posed difficulty will be taken up.  It is expected that you write the numbers of these questions on the board at the start of class.
6. Absenteeism
Missed material is your responsibility.  Please identify a person in the class that can help you get caught up.  If you are absent on a test day, you must make arrangements with the teacher to write the test as soon as possible.  Assignments that have not been submitted due to an absence should also be turned in promptly.   Exceptions will be made in special circumstances and where a student has been absent for an extended period of time.  
7. Late Assignments

Late assignments will be accepted up until they are returned to the rest of the class.  At that point, a mark of zero will be given for any assignments that have not been handed in.  
8. Marks

Updated marks will be posted in the classroom.  Students will need their student number in order to view them.  Parents will be contacted if a student performs poorly on a test or is in jeopardy of failing. 
9. Dismissal from Class
Use class time allotted for homework and assignments efficiently.  Never pack up early.  Remain in your seat until dismissed, regardless of the bell.  

10. Respect for Others
Treat others with respect.  Raise your hand to ask and answer questions.  Do not speak out of turn, use foul language or ridicule your peers.  Any behaviour that is disrespectful or disruptive will be dealt with accordingly. 
11. Washroom Breaks

Students will be permitted to use the washroom one at a time after the day’s lesson and only in emergency situations.  Students will have to sign out when they leave and back in upon their return.  Those who are habitually being excused to go to the washroom or who do not return promptly to class will be restricted from leaving the class.  
12. Electronic Devices

Electronic devices such as cell phones, MP3 players, iPods, etc. are not permitted in the classroom.  If used in class, they will be confiscated for the duration of the period.    
13. School Property

Respect school property.  Do not write on desks or in the textbooks.  Do not vandalize the bulletin boards.  Lack of respect for school property will be dealt with accordingly.  
14. Food and Drink

Except for water, food and drink is not permitted in the classroom.  If brought to class, it will be confiscated for the duration of the period.  

15. Dress Code
No hats, revealing clothing, or clothing that is offensive is permitted in the classroom.  See the student handbook.
